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Overview
Research takes approximately two to four weeks. Students conduct background research and complete fieldwork research amongst community members. By the end of Research, students will have gained detailed understanding of their issue, their local community members’ views and will have identified organisations with which they may form community-based partnerships.

Activity 2.1: What’s the problem? (mindmaps) 10+ min
Purpose:
· Students will identify a specific and appropriate problem, within their broader issue, upon which to take action through a community-based partnership.


VCEVM Outcomes:
This activity allows students to provide evidence of:

Level of teacher support:
Provide resources. Initiate activity. Facilitate discussion.


Resources:
· activity guide to display: Sample mindmap: What’s the problem?
· (optional) A3 version of activity sheet, What’s the problem?
(blank mindmap, included in student workbooks)
Instructions:
· Ask a student to read the ‘Why are we doing this activity?’ section from their workbooks, for the whole class.
Note: The above instruction should be repeated before each activity in the unit.
· 
Explain that students need to follow the steps in their workbooks.
· By the end of the activity, each student should have completed a mindmap.

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Activity 2.2: Background research (online) 60+ min
Purpose:
· Students will find, collect and analyse information about their issue.
· Students will expand their understanding of the general/likely causes, effects and people affected.

(ranking, reflection) 20+ min
Purpose:
· Students will prepare to conduct fieldwork research in their community.
· Students will identify the information they need to seek via community consultation.

For assessment purposes, students must include the following information in their chosen 6–10 questions:
· a support/community group, related to their issue

Provide resources. Initiate activity. If necessary, explain importance of seeking and listening to community members’ needs, wants and views regarding the issues student groups have chosen.

Purpose:
· Students will create and prepare the materials they need to conduct research in the community (e.g. surveys, interview questions).
· Students will draft, edit and produce an appropriate survey/interview.

Instructions:

· Ask students to follow the instructions in their workbooks.
· These steps direct students to create their own survey in Survey Monkey. Encourage students to consider utilising social media to collect responses to their interviews and surveys.
Creating surveys and interviews
Be very clear about the purpose of your survey:
Why are you doing it?
What do you want to find out?
Make a list of things you want to find out.
Decide on the type of questions you want to ask:
closed, open, ranked, from lists, long answer, short answer, from categories—see tips on next page.
Understand why you are asking each question.
Only ask essential questions.
Keep the language simple.
Draft questions and check they are clear and not too long, leading or offensive. Here is an example of a leading question:
Do you agree that cycling to school is better than being dropped off every day? 

Decide on a logical order for the questions.
Write a short introduction to the survey or interview. It should explain what it is for.
Make sure there is enough space for open-ended questions.
Get a classmate to check the spelling.
Test your questionnaire and make changes, if needed, to make it easier to understand, complete and analyse.

· a question that requires a long answer
· a question that requires a short answer
· a question that requires ranking
· a question that requires choosing from a list

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Activity 2.6: Fieldwork (practical) 4+ hours
Purpose:
· Students will conduct community-based research and consultation in their local area.
· Students will ascertain what local community members understand and believe about their issue.
· Students will expand their understanding of the issue and possible solutions in advance of creating an action plan.
Notes:
This activity will be completed by students outside of school hours and locations, so permission forms, if applicable, may need to be arranged in advance.
Teachers may wish to allow students to practice conducting research within their school community, before they move out to the local community and area.

· Test the research materials, take them into the community, conduct research, take photos/film where permission is given, collect brochures, etc. of potential partnership organisations.

Purpose:
· Students will review, understand and collate their background and community (fieldwork) research into a presentation for their peers.
· Students will begin thinking of goals for a partnership and action plan.

Numeracy teachers may be able to assist students, if further support is needed when they summarise data and construct graphs in Microsoft Excel.
It might be helpful for teachers to complete a ‘test’ chart or graph, using the Charts and graphs activity guide instructions, for the whole class.

The PowerPoint template embedded above can be edited or saved by selecting the following options: right- click>hover over ‘Presentation Object>’Edit’.
There is a copy of this file in the student workbook (digital version).
For students using the printed workbooks, teachers should ‘Edit’ the PowerPoint template as above, then select ‘Save As’. This will allow teachers to save the file to a shared location or USB and distribute it to students.
The document is in Microsoft PowerPoint 1997–2003 format.
· Give students access to a copy of the report template, which is the above PowerPoint file


called ‘Research findings’ (see Notes). Explain to students they need to present their research findings as a report.
· Ask students to follow the steps in their workbooks.
· These steps direct students to open PowerPoint file, use completed research materials to populate template, choose data to represent as chart/graph, produce this by following Charts and graphs activity guide, provide teacher with copy of completed PowerPoint report findings, watch Dragons’ Den YouTube clip, practise ‘pitching’ in preparation for next activity.
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Write the response options in one column.
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Write the numbers matching each response in the next column.
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Highlight the response option and numbers. Click the ‘Insert’ tab (near ‘File’).
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Click the type of chart or graph you want. This example uses a pie chart.
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The chart will appear.
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Right-click the white space around the chart and click ‘Copy’.
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Go back to the PowerPoint page you want the chart in.
Click on the page and hover over the ‘Copy’ option pictures. 

Choose the one that shows you the chart properly, called ‘Keep destination formatting’.
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Activity 2.8: Dragons’ Den 
(class roleplay & presentations) 60+ min
Purpose:
· Students will present reports to peers.
· Students will suggest and receive ideas about potential partnership and actions.
· Students will create a friendly environment in which to evaluate each other’s extended discussions.

This activity allows students to provide evidence of:

This activity develops the skills students need to allow them to provide evidence for:

Level of teacher support:
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Provide resources. Nominate photographer. Initiate activity.
After the first pitch, you may limit activity support by nominating a ‘director’ and ‘producer’ to run the Dragons’ Den presentations, feedback and judging, by calling out which groups will present and judge.

Instructions:
· Give students extra time to prepare for and practise pitches, continuing on from the last activity, if necessary. Ask a student to cut the Judges’ money activity sheets separate ‘notes’ of money. Set up laptop and projector and load YouTube videos.
· Explain that student groups will be presenting their reports to the Dragons’ Den of judges. The presentations are called ‘pitches’. For an example, remind students of the Dragons’ Den
pitch they watched after the last activity. Show them the ‘Clean Heels’ pitch and discuss the different components of the pitch, as well as the roles of the judges, including the types of questions they ask. Distribute activity guides called Judges’ instructions.


· Explain that every student will have to judge. Read the Judges’ instructions. Show the YouTube videos as a further illustration of how to judge the style and content of a pitch.
· Nominate ‘directors’ and ‘producers’ to ensure each group gets a chance to pitch report findings to judges, and to ensure the judges rotate so that every class member has a turn (essential for meeting elements—see assessment).
· Ask students to begin running the Dragons’
Den. Allow students to pitch, suggest and judge according to the student instructions found in the student workbook’s steps.
· During the brainstorming of partnership opportunities and possible actions, direct students to add their suggestions to the butcher or A3 paper.

Judges’ instructions
What to do:
After a pitch, each judge gives an opinion on:
· the project pitched
· the presentation style
· if the judge is ‘in’ or ‘out’ (see below)
· how much they will invest.
Then, the judge gives out the number of notes they agreed to invest.
How judges should form and give opinions:
Projects
As a judge, you need to form an opinion on the project the group is  pitching.
· Is it worthwhile?
· Will it help?
For an example of judging a project or product, watch Duncan, Deborah and Peter from Dragons’ Den judging a product: some leggings.
(Search YouTube for: Male leggings? - Dragons’ Den: Series 12 Episode 7 Preview - BBC Two).
In or out?
Each judge must explain:
· whether  they are ‘in’ or ‘out’
· why
· how many notes of investment money they will give.
Presentation style
As a judge, you need to form an opinion on how well the group’s message was delivered. Was the presentation style suitable to the project? Presentation style includes:
· voice speed
· voice volume
· tone of voice
· body language
· props used, including PowerPoint
· audience interaction.
For an example of some interesting and effective presentation styles, think of the ‘Clean Heels’ pitch from earlier, and watch this dog food pitch.

Allow students some class time to review their Research workbooks and Portfolios. They need to ensure:
· all checklists in student workbooks are accurately completed
· all photo/film footage of learning activities is collected in Portfolios
· all teacher observations and/or materials constituting evidence of the VCEVM Outcomes are recorded and collected in workbooks/Portfolios.
